Institutes (AHRI), deplore the actions and threats of actions of an increasing number of States to restrain
and even foreclose academic freedom, in the name of security, public order, counter-terrorism, counter-
crime or counter-extremism, through a variety of measures, including disciplinary actions, dismissals,
criminal prosecutions, physical violence, travel restrictions and widespread intimidation of numerous
scholars, teachers, students and academic institutions.
